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How to get to KoSice

By plane

Kosice International Airport is situated in the southern
part of the city. It offers comfortable means of traveling
to up to 300 destinations, one-stop max. The airport is
connected to the city center, railway, and bus stations
by a direct public bus line no. 23, which takes about

15 minutes. Taxi service is also possible.

By bus

Get to KoSice comfortably by Slovak bus lines—there

are several connections between Bratislava and KoSice
operating daily. Find all of them on www.cp.sk or
websites of private providers such as RegioJet or Flixbus.
The Kosice Bus Station is located right at the center

of the city.

By train

Railway connections from Bratislava, Prague, Budapest, or
Vienna will bring you directly to the center of KoSice. Enjoy
a comfortable ride from Prague (8 hours) or Bratislava

(5 hours) by an EC/IC train line. You may also appreciate
the night rides in sleeper trains or motorail trains. Travel to
Budapest twice daily (3,5 hours), and enjoy a short walk
from the KoSice Railway Station to downtown within

5 minutes.

By car

There are two possible roads to reach Kosice by car—
the northern line through Zilina and Poprad, offering
gorgeous views of the Low and High Tatras, which has
its own unique charm. The southern one will take you
on ajourney around the cities such as Zvolen, Rimavska
Sobota, and RoZnava. Parking options in KoSice are
pretty carefree and free also on weekends. Purchase
your parking tickets in vending machines.

Transport in the city

If you are coming to KoSice to see its rich history, culture,
or gastronomy, you actually do not need any means of
transport. KoSice is the largest historical preservation.
Therefore, all of its amazing landmarks, theaters, restau-
rants, and popular cafés can be reached easily by foot.

In case you'd like to explore some of the city’s green
parks or other areas, check out your rental transport
options, such as electric scooters and bicycles by
Antik and Tier. When visiting more remote venues such
as Hradova the Observation Tower or nearby summer
areas for swimming, we suggest tram or local bus
lines.

In that case, you should definitely start your
traveling journey on Hlavna (Main) St. Stop by Visit
Kosice Infopoint on Hlavha 59—your entrance gate

for discovering the city, where you can obtain free
brochures, maps, and, most importantly, tips on the best
leisure time approved by locals as well as booking your
very own sightseeing tour with one of our tour guides.

Start with Hlavna St, the longest pedestrian zone, which
is the largest historical preservation in Slovakia. Admire
colorful buildings and their distinctive architecture, ser-
ving as a legacy of the city’s rich cultural background.
While calmly embracing your walks on foot, pay
attention to details of the St Elisabeth’s Cathedral and
the nearby Crafts Alley (Hrnciarska St), two preserved
synhagogues, or a plethora of vibing courtyards full of
opportunities for great coffee, meals, or live music.

Spend your first evening in the remarkable cultural
center Tabacka Kulturfabrik, taking its name from the
former tobacco factory located here in the past. You'll
definitely encounter an interesting concert, party, or
alternative theater performance when visiting. Opt for
the arthouse Usmev the Cinema in one of the oldest
cinemas in the city, dating its beginning screenings in
1922 and offering cinematography till this very day. The
cinema also works as a bar with its outdoor terrace—
this is one of the most popular places in KoSice, so make
sure not to miss stopping by!

For those adoring lively and passionate music to

dance to, do not forget to order a drink in El Nacional

| Represent Cuba. This bar brings an authentic Cuban
atmosphere and exotic heat of Havana right into the
center of KoSice. Enjoy a variety of tasty meals, drinks &
cocktails, genuine Cuban rum selection, cigars, or haba-
nos. Make sure you come for regular fiestas enhanced

church in the city, the Dominican Church, only adds
to the almost-like coastal atmosphere of KoSice, as
well as the loud dialogues of the local passersby.

Combine your breakfast experience with the visit of the

Archaeological Museum—Lower Gate close by.

Spend your last day discovering the unknown! One
of the great options for youis to visit the East Slovak
Museum, which hosts one of many historical gems
of the city—Kosice Golden Treasure. Unearth the
treasure chest of 2920 coins, three golden medals,
and a Renaissance chain. Find the three-meter-tall
statue of the Marathonian in front of the museum,
forever frozen in his finishing posture, which reminds
locals and visitors of the annual sports events, KoSice
Peace Marathon, the oldest marathon in Europe and
the third oldest marathon in the world.

Coming to the end of your fantastic trip, dive into
the secrets of the plant world in the Botanical
Garden UPJS, which hosts 4000 botanical species
in a 40-hectare area. The garden also offers an epic
greenhouse, reminiscent of the Crystal Palace in
London, a minizoo fed by visitors, or many small
ponds, blooming with water-lilies in summer.
